Recent Actions and Tasks

Coordination with Jurisdictions/Recurring Meetings

e Site inspections: ESCA weekly inspections, Del Rey Oaks weekly inspections, Monterey Peninsula
College and City of Monterey monthly inspections, County of Monterey weekly inspections, and
California Central Coast Veterans Cemetery bi-weekly inspections.

e Continued assistance to Monterey County with data collection for the Annual Land Use Control
Report.

e ESCA continues to work with Pacific Gas and Electric to develop a programmatic Construction
Support Plan for their infrastructure located in properties with Land Use Controls related to
munitions.

e Participated in Army’s July Community Involvement Workshop, Technical Review Committee, and
BRAC Cleanup Team meeting specific to munitions.

e Hosted the August 6, 2025, Long Term Operations quarterly meeting.

Trespassing/Munitions Incident(s)

e There have been no trespassing events in ESCA lands since the July 24, 2025, BCT meeting.

e On August 14, 2025, 37mm remnants and an expended blasting cap were discovered at the Military
Operations in Urban Terrain (MOUT) site. The discovery was reported to the Army Base
Realignment and Closure Office and Monterey County Bomb Squad by Stan Cook. Mr. Cook was
supporting Monterey
Peninsula College (the
property owner) at
this location. The
Monterey County
Bomb Squad
responded to the
incident and the items
were identified as a
37mm training round
and an expended
commercial blasting
cap. The Bomb Squad
confirmed the items
were nonhazardous
spent debris and
removed them from
the site for disposal.

e The Nurses Barracks (Glover/Parker Flats
Apartments, a portion of parcel E18.1.3)
is still contingent. ESCA continues to
monitor. ESCA provided information to

the prospective purchaser on

requirements for various levels of

intrusive work.

e A portion of ESCA Parker Flats Parcels
E18.1.1 and E20c.2 (map at right) will be
transferred from Seaside to the Marina
Coast Water District. This is a parcel
adjacent to the two water tanks on the

hill in Parker Flats.

Both are on hold
pending completion of programmatic Construction Support Plan
for PG&E properties in land transferred outside the Federal
Government which also have munitions-related land use
controls.

Laguna Seca adjacent to Barloy
Canyon PG&E Utility Pole Repair
(located in moderate to high
probability area for encountering
munitions)

Intrusive project on several poles located just off Barloy Canyon
in the Laguna Seca munitions response area with grids
identified as moderate to high probability of encountering
munitions. This project is also wrapped into the pending
programmatic Construction Support Plan for PG&E properties
on land transferred outside the Federal Government which also
have munitions-related land use controls noted above.

Administrative and Field Work

Participate in tailgate safety meeting for the Seaside Storm Water Infiltration repair project.
Provide an ESCA review for the American Planning Association Mobile Workshop (Bus Tour) on
September 30.

Continued work with individuals, typically new hires, to orient them to their ESCA properties with a
combination of data for phone and an overview of munitions-related Land Use Controls specific to
their properties.

Reinitiate offer of ESCA read your deed/refresher training session for Del Rey Oaks.

After all the ESCA refresher training is complete, jurisdictions will be encouraged to “read their
deeds” and back check land use covenant data.

Continue coordination with California Department of Toxic Substances Control to assess/respond
to TerraDex alerts in and near ESCA sites.

Continue assistance to Monterey County with data collection for the Annual Land Use Control
Report.

Work with Monterey County Assessor’s Office to update and correct Fort Ord parcel data.
