These are two intrusive projects on the same pole. Both are on
hold pending completion of programmatic Construction Support
Plan for PG&E properties in land transferred outside the Federal
Government which also have munitions-related land use
controls.

Laguna Seca adjacent to Barloy
Canyon PG&E Utility Pole Repair
(located in moderate to high
probability area for encountering
munitions)

This is an intrusive project on several poles located just off Barloy
Canyon in the Laguna Seca munitions response area with grids
identified as moderate to high probability of encountering
munitions. This project is also wrapped into the pending
programmatic Construction Support Plan for PG&E properties on
land transferred outside the Federal Government which also
have munitions-related land use controls noted above.

Seaside Storm Water Infiltrator
Project.

Construction is underway. Project is expected to wrap up by the
end of December.

California American Water pipeline
extension and connection into
existing infrastructure (Parcel
E23.1)
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This project will disturb more than 10 cubic yards of soil and will
require a Construction Support Plan (likely as an Appendix to the
Programmatic Plan). This is installation of additional potable wa-
ter pipelines from California American wells located off General

Jim Moore Boulevard (between Fitch Middle School and Golf

Course) to the water facility off General Jim Moore Boulevard.
Not all project is located in ESCA area. Terradex Alert ID number
is 26888132.




PG&E Nature Gas Pipeline
installation in the CSUMB

PG&E is installing natural gas pipeline throughout CSUMB. This
includes a segment in the CSUMB ESCA parcel, which is sched-
uled for the last part of the project. PG&E initially considered
horizontal drilling; however, they are trenching. Construction
Support Plan information sent to PG&E and a Construction
Support Plan will be prepared. A Terradex Alert has not yet
been issued for the ESCA portion of the project.

Parker Flats Nurses / Medical
Barracks manufactured homes
redevelopment

This is a redevelopment project (manufactured housing) at the
former Nurses/Medical Barracks in the Parker Flats area. This is
a 4.9 acre parcel sold by the City of Seaside to Mr. Glover. Mr.
Glover gutted the buildings (Construction Support Plan was pre-
pared for this project) with the intention of reusing the building
structures as apartments; however, the property is being sold
and the developer plans to install manufactured homes. DTSC
and ESCA provided Land Use Control/Construction Support  in-
formation to the developer. A Terradex Alert has not yet been
issued for this project.

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City of Seaside Installation of
Conduit and Digging a Utility
Trench (Parcel E21.1)

The Seaside Public Works Department (City) hand dug a trench
to install electrical line between utility boxes in an area along
General Jim Moore Boulevard. A portion of this

project is in ESCA parcel E23.1. The Terradex Alert ID number is
26962228. This project is complete. No munitions were
encountered. There is no further action.

California Central Coast Veterans’
Cemetery Heating Ventilation and
Air Conditioning (HVAC) repair
project (Parcel E18.1.1)

A small amount of soil close to the Administrative Buildings will
be disturbed for an upcoming HVAC repair project. This project
was not yet initiated.




Administrative and Fieldwork Updates

The online munitions recognition safety training site (FortOrdSafety.com) was down for three days
in November. ESCA appreciates the assistance of the Army for in-person training while the online
version was unavailable. ESCA is interested in a future meeting in early 2026 to discuss the use of
the Denix online training as a temporary substitute if/when FortOrdSafety.com is unavailable.
Followed up on York School repair of erosion at the hairpin turn on Blue Line Road. This work is
complete.

Continue coordination with California Department of Toxic Substances Control to assess/respond
to Terradex alerts in and near ESCA sites.

Continue assistance to Monterey County with data collection for the Annual Land Use Control
Report.

Work with Monterey County Assessor’s Office and ParcelQuest to update and correct Fort Ord
parcel data.
